For Colgate Palmolive the task was the design of all below the line artwork as well as special package design
and a certain amount of advertising material including catalogues. For PASOK all poster and print material was
designed from concept to print.
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* The decision to move to Athens, Greece opened up new career horizons leading to a variety of opportunities for
fashion and editorial work as photographer and illustrator. The Greek market is served by a disproportionately
large number of periodicals, providing fertile work possibilities for photographers. This led to a series of work
in illustration and photography with most of the major periodicals in the country. These include Max, Flash,
Men and Klik magazines as well as the sale of a series of decorative Greek fonts to Epsilon, the magazine of one
the highest circulating newspapers in Greece, Eleftherotypia. Working as freelance story board artist for major
advertising/film production companies.
